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Abstract
An abstract is a short summary of a paper, written in one paragraph, without subheadings, indentation or references, with approx. 250 words, in single-spaced, 12-point Times New Roman, justified font, in MS Word (.doc or .docx) document. The aim of an abstract is to give readers a quick overview of the core content of the full paper. The abstract title should not exceed 20 words in UPPER CASE, Times New Roman, 12Pt, Bold. The abstract should clearly state the Problem or Issue or Background, Purpose/Objective, Methodology, Results or Outcomes of the work done, Conclusions and Recommendations. Abbreviations and acronyms should not be used. 
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
